Since I was applying for two jobs, both a teacher and a coach, I needed to rework the way I originally organized my paper. I made sure to keep my “Teaching Experiences” listed before my “Athletics Experience” so that it would match up correctly with my cover letter. I made sure to use more descriptive language and high impact action words while avoiding vague and general phrases. 
I chose to complete the revisions that are talked about above because it made my resume and cover letter much more clear and organized. It accurately shows that teaching is of higher importance than coaching. My goal of creating the resume and cover letter, to get a teaching and coaching job, is very clear and drawn out. I decided to include more details about my teaching experiences because it portrays all of my qualifications and previous experiences.
