For this assignment we were required to find a posting that described a job that we might apply for sometime in the future and create a resume and cover letter with that particular job ad in mind. This is my reflection on the strengths of my cover letter and resume and why I feel that I would be considered for the job based on the content of these two articles. Hopefully this reflection will help me uncover strategies that I am doing well so I can keep them in mind when I update my resume in the future.


The job advertisement I selected was for a teaching position at Bay Ridge Preparatory School as a middle school Language Arts teacher.
