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Revision #2

The project that I focused on for my second revision was my rhetorical analysis of a PSA from You-Tube. This project was the hardest project for me of the entire semester. I chose a really good video to analyze and I knew what I wanted to say, I was just having a hard time putting my paper in a logical order. I felt pretty pleased with my final product when I turned it in for a grade for the first time. But, when I read the comments on my paper after it was turned back to me I realized that my rhetorical analysis could use a little more work. I invested a lot of time and effort into this paper, so I chose to revise it in order to make my paper reflect this.


My main focus during the revision process was to fix the wording of my thesis statement. I think a thesis statement is the most important part of any paper.
