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My rhetorical analysis, analyzes the PSA “Teen Dating Violence Prevention-Textual Harassment.”  My paper talks about how the authors understand their audience, how they delivered the message and how they used rhetorical appeals.  While I had a lot of ideas, it took away from me elaborating and detailing on specific points.  To discuss my revisions I will detail what I did, why I did this, and how it strengthened my paper.


My revised paper includes adding more description and examples, organizing my ideas and paragraphs, and developing my ideas more for more clarity.  They main way I addressed the issues of using more description and developing my ideas is by asking myself question of who, why and how.  This helps me elaborate more.  For example, when I said in my paper that the authors relate to their audience, I asked myself how exactly they do this.  So in my revised paper, I elaborated on this, by adding that they identified with their audience by using contexts teens can relate to like school and extracurricular activities.  Organization was another issue I struggled with.  I ended up having to outline my paragraphs and organize them, then going through my paper and moving things around.

Using more description and examples makes my paper more effective for explaining my points. For this particular paper I analyzed a video of a PSA, so detail and examples were important, especially if you consider that the person has not viewed the PSA.  I had to explain each scene, with what is said, how it is said, who was in the scene, how/what the actors were acting/wearing, etc.  One of the key points in my PSA was the progression of “textual harassment,” so it was important that I include much detail to the reader, for them to feel the same effect you get from watching the PSA, like the girl progressively becoming scared and nervous because of the obsessive text messages. Organization is also important to help the reader follow my ideas and connect my thoughts.

These revisions greatly strengthened my overall paper.  It made it more clear and structured.  The detail showed my understanding of the PSA and strong analytical skills.  I also include limitations to the PSA, so, the organization of my paper allowed my reader to follow the strengths and weaknesses of the PSA.  Overall my revisions significantly strengthened my paper making my points more understandable and clear.

Considering what I did, why I did this, and how it strengthened my paper, my revision is successful in creating and overall more effective paper.  I also learned some important skills in analyzing, like asking myself who, why is this significant, how is this effective, what are the limitations, etc.  These are all important skills that I will continue to use in all areas of my profession.
