Class Format

This is a “blended learning” course, meaning that lectures will be divided between face-to-face sessions and on-line sessions.  This approach is designed to help you have more time to learn material that seems, from past experience, to be absorbed more easily through largely text-based activities and/or purely hands-on use.  It is my belief that many sources become clearer to students only through use, not through hearing someone speak about them, so please take advantage of the online-lecture weeks to learn at a pace that is more accommodating to your learning style, but be careful not to leave work until the last minute.  Many electronic resources only have a limited number of concurrent users, and print resources have obvious limitations for multiple users trying to share.  Unless an electronic resource crashes, you will not be granted extra time for assignments if you are not able to get in to a resource at the last minute.

Attendance

Most music students will from time to time be excused from classes for performances or field experience off campus. Although you may be excused from class attendance on a given day, you are not excused from making up any work missed. It is your responsibility to:

1. know and meet all course requirements, including tests, assignments and class participation, as indicated by the course instructor;

2. notify instructors in advance, preferably at least one week, of your impending absence;

3. inquire about work that will be missed and the procedure for satisfactory make-up.

You are expected to attend all classes and you are responsible for all information presented in class. I do realize, however, that performance obligations make your schedules difficult to manage.  If you miss class, get the notes from a classmate and complete that week’s assignment by the date that it is due.  The official CMA policy on excused absences is at:
