Non-tenure track Instructor to Coordinate Basic Course

The Department Communication in the School of Media and Communication invites applications for a full-time non-tenure track Instructor position with benefits to coordinate the basic hybrid course. Appointment is for one year with the possibility for renewal. Appointment starts August 2010.

Responsibilities include coordinating the basic course, providing GTA training and managing the 35+ Graduate Teaching Assistants (GTAs) who are responsible for teaching 35+ sections per semester, teaching undergraduate courses, and service. 

Qualifications: Minimum qualifications include evidence of teaching effectiveness and an earned M.A. by the start date. Degree in Communication preferred; related fields considered. Preferred qualifications include experience in directing or teaching a basic course, managerial capabilities (or promise thereof) to direct a multi-section course, and scholarly expertise in pedagogy.  

Application Procedures: A completed application must include a cover letter, evidence of teaching effectiveness, and a current CV, and at least three current and original signed letters of recommendation (neither email nor faxed letters will be accepted). Finalists must provide transcript of highest degree.
